We kindly request you to follow the outlined procedure for submitting course suggestions for the University of Prishtina International Summer University (PISU):  
1. Course Suggestion Submission: Professors from each department, whether local or international, may propose a course for PISU. Please ensure that the course suggestion is signed by the proposing professor and co-signed by the Dean or Vice Dean of the respective Faculty.  
2. Required Documentation: Each course suggestion must be accompanied by a detailed curriculum vitae (CV) of the proposing professor and a comprehensive course proposal (syllabus). These documents will be reviewed as integral components of the application process.  
3. Course Allocation: The allocation of PISU courses to faculties will depend on the number of valid course suggestions submitted and the quality of applications received from visiting professors.  
4. Faculty Review and Prioritization: Once course suggestions from visiting professors have been collected, PISU will forward the list to the respective faculties for review. Faculties are expected to prioritize the course suggestions based on their specific needs and strategic priorities and return the ranked list to PISU.  
5. Final Approval: The PISU Committee will evaluate all course suggestions, make the final decisions, and approve the courses to be included in the program. Additionally, the Committee will appoint co-professors for the selected courses.  
· Course suggestions that include the name of a proposed co-professor will be given priority. The co-professor plays a pivotal role as the primary point of contact for the visiting professor and collaborates in delivering the course. Co-professors are expected to actively contribute to the class by providing lectures, incorporating local insights, leading discussions, preparing examinations, and organizing activities such as excursions and fieldwork.  
· To maintain the high professional standards of PISU, co-professors must demonstrate proficiency in English. Please note that individuals without a strong working knowledge of English are not eligible to serve as co-professors.  
· Kindly provide your specific course suggestions on the following page.
